The meeting was opened by Maurizia Capuzzo, who welcomed the participants and presented the agenda of the meeting.

Maurizia Capuzzo emphasized that she was at the end of her mandate as chair of the HSRO Section and that she will be replaced by Andreas Valentin. At the same time, Akos Csomos will become the Deputy of the Section. She summarized the activities performed in the last three years: i) Sessions organized for annual congress which were interesting, with good presentations, and well attended; ii) new studies performed on the data collected in the SAPS 3 project published; iii) SEE2 study of Quality Improvement WG published in BMJ in 2009, Recommendations on basic requirements just published in Intensive Care Med, and a new study on intrahospital transport of ICU patients next to be prepared; iiii) ICU funding survey of Health Economics WG published in Intensive Care Med  in 2010 and the ELOISE project launched at the present congress.
The number of the abstracts submitted to the Berlin Congress and reviewed by the HSRO Section was slightly reduced due to the increased number of Sections, and rejection rate of the Section remained quite stable. Then Maurizia Capuzzo shortly reported about the reorganization of the ESICM sections, which are now 11. The Technology Assessment & Health Care Informatics (TAHI) Section has moved to a transversal working group including a representative of each ESICM Section with Pierre Squara as head. The TAHI WG has requested a representative of HSRO Section, Hajo Reissmann has been proposed; he accepted and he will represent the Section in the new THAI WG.
In the future, the Sections will be requested to participate in the ESICM educational Courses and to make proposals to PACT Editorial Board for new or update PACT modules.
Most of the time of the meeting was dedicated to the next ESICM Congress in Lisbon and the discussion of the following proposals for thematic sessions:
· How to improve the “global care” of the ICU patients: architecture, light, noise and human relationship (proposed by Bertrand Guidet)
· Team building: how to recruit nurses and physicians, how to educate them, how to maintain the staff (something like a cobatrice for nurses?) suggested also by Bertrand Guidet)
· RCT on quality improvement: a path to reduce the number of quality indicators (suggested by Peter van der Voort with colleagues are working on this topic)
· From scientific data to clinical outcome. Studies from the HSRO section. The quality of research related to ICU services.

· How to sustain effects of quality indicators

· Appropriateness of resourse used (proposed by Gaetano iapichino) 

· ICU database (Prosafe) proposed by Akos Csomos

· “The changing nature of critical illness” about the changing ICU population proposed by Ken Hillman, who is interested in a future prevalence study about this topic and will present a proposal. 
· Patient safety. Participants agreed that a core topic like patient safety deserves repetition during future ESICM annual congresses.
Moreover the following sessions to be shared with other Sections were proposed:

· Non-heart beating donation (joint with Ethics)

· Long-term follow-up of ICU patients, including trauma patients (with Trauma Emergency Medicine section), septic patients (with Infection section), acute on chronic respiratory failure patients (with Acute Respiratory Failure section).
Any suggestions for the next annual congress are most welcome and should be sent to Andreas Valentin (andreas.valentin@meduniwien.ac.at)
During the last part of the meeting Yên-Lan Nguyen reported on the progress of the project entitled  "Worldwide survey: toward a global understanding of critical care organization and management". The study aims are,  i) to describe worldwide critical care organization and management among existing critical care research networks, ii) to determine whether there is an association between the volume of ICU admissions and specific organizational and managerial patterns. The study will be conducted by use of a worldwide electronic survey, in English, which will include questions on hospital and ICU organization, ICU resources, ICU admissions, on nurses and allied health professionals, on communication and quality improvement. The targeted population will be intensivists-coordinators belonging to existing critical care research networks. The project is still under development, a crucial point is to gather a large number of critical care research networks around  the world. Any suggestions for possible contributors are more than welcome by Bertrand Guidet and Yên-Lan Nguyen . 
The meeting was finished by Andreas Valentin who thanked Maurizia Capuzzo on behalf of the members of the section for her great work as Section chair during the last three years. 
The next meeting will be held at the ISICEM congress in Brussels (March 2012).
