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The meeting was opened by Maurizia Capuzzo, who welcomed the participants. Some of the more active members of the Section anticipated that they could not attend the Section meeting, and the storm present did not facilitate the attendance of those far from the Congress Centre. Then, she presented the agenda of the meeting.

Maurizia Capuzzo showed that the number of the members of the Section is more or less stable over the last four years. She shortly reported about the DSA Review Day held on the 22nd February 2010, in Brussels, to discuss the status of all sections, as well as activities and projects of the Working Groups.
She emphasized the opportunity for members to participate in the ECCRN Trial group who will meet in Nice (France) on 25th and 26th of November 2010.

The HSRO Section at the 23rd ESICM Congress in Barcelona was involved in 6 Thematic sessions, 4 Pro/Con debates, and 1 Continuous Professional Development, as well as in the State of the art session. The numbers of the slots was increased from 10 to 12 in comparison with the previous two congresses. Unfortunately, the number of participants to the scheduled PG course was too small, so it was cancelled two weeks before starting.
The number of the abstracts submitted to the Congress increased and rejection rate of the Section remained stable (about 12%).
The subsequent point of the agenda concerned the program for the Congress in Berlin 2011 and the discussion of the proposals took most of the time. According to the suggestions received, Maurizia Capuzzo presented some thematic sessions on topics where the Section is involved (Ethics of cost containment, family satisfaction in critically ill patients, ICU visiting policy, and ICU readmissions). Also topics for joint sessions with Ethics, Nursing THAI sections were considered. The attendants gave suggestions also for speakers.

The activities of the Working Groups of the section were summarized as follows.

outcome group 

Philipp Metnitz, who is actually the Secretary of the ESICM, could not attend the Section meeting, so the activities of the WG were presented by Maurizia Capuzzo. 
Some few  SAPS 3 sub-studies are still running, but an extraordinary number of studies based on the database have already been published. 
The draft of the new study planned by the WG to assess Intensivists’ workload in Europe (WorkDoc) was prepared by Rui Moreno, who is willing to continue after the end of his mandate as ESICM president (that is at the General Assembly in Barcelona). 
Quality improvement group
Andreas Valentin reported that the “Recommendations on basic requirements for Intensive Care Units” are next to be finalized. Some points will be discussed in the WG meeting scheduled after the end of the Section meeting. He has received an offer of English editing and the WG plans to send the final paper to the Intensive Care Medicine. Subsequently, probably in Brussels, the WG will start to discuss a new project on the impact of Medical Emergency Team.
Health Economics group
Paolo Merlani reported about the meeting of the WG held the day before, where Didier Ledoux presented the final version of the project “European Length of ICU Stay Evaluation” (ELOISE), including the definitions given by the Quality Improvement WG. The WG discussed the ICU questionnaire and decided to perform patient data collection using an excel file, and to ask for ESICM support in the next weeks. Considering that the work was done by Didier Ledoux because Paolo Merlani did not have time to follow the project, the WG approved the handover form Paolo Merlani to Didier Ledoux as PI of the project and head of the WG.  
The Section meeting ended at 9.00.
