Research: Survey on the practice of sepsis treatment in Europe
This research project will be presented by Ricard Ferrer to the ECCRN Clinical Trials group in November and will start shortly thereafter.
Discussion and further plans: European wide audit of sepsis therapy, common research with countries with limited resources, involvement in international activities, e.g. Global Sepsis Alliance.
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	Feedback from Sepsis PG course
