2. Matters Arising
2.1 new committee members
RE congratulated two new committee members who took up office in April 2009: Dominique Vandijck (Ghent, Belgium) and Ana Rosa (Portugal). Thanks were expressed to Julie Benbenishty and Michelle Norrenberg for their significant contributions to the committee for the past three years (and more!).

3. NAHP progress

4. Congress planning for Barcelona (2010)
Goal: to increase abstracts submitted by nurses and allied health professionals. As Editor of Intensive and Critical Care Nursing Deborah Dawson offered to insert an ad in the journal to offer NAHP committee support with abstract writing. RE to also explore process for including the ad on the abstract submission webpage. 
Retain “reviewing evidence for N&AHP care” as a regular congress slot.

5. Intensive and Critical Care Nursing Award

Deborah discussed the processes for award of the first travel scholarship awarded to a nurse [first author and presenter] who had an abstract accepted for presentation in Vienna. The flyer for the 2010 award is to be posted on the NAHP section of the ESICM website.
The journal will also be publishing a 6 part Issues in Internaional Research series in 2010; the editorial board are keen for this series to also promote the NAHP activities of ESICM.
6. Strategies to increase NAHP membership and involvement
Need to target activities at two groups: NAHP members of ESICM and NAHP Congress attendees. Proposed activities for 2010:
· Investigate sponsorship for a ‘Meet the Experts’ lunch at 2010 Congress; this would increase the profile of NAHP membership of ESICM and provide better networking opportunities for NAHP delegates;
· Pre-Congress Communication skills workshop 2010 – this will be aimed at nurses, allied health professionals and doctors; Elie Azoulay is investigating the possibility of reduced fees for NAHP participants and reduced fees for physicians who also bring a nurse or AHP.
· Investigate feasibility of simultaneous translation (into Spanish) for some NAHP sessions in 2010;

· Investigate possibility of an external reception in Barcelona, with the goal of making links with critical care nurses and AHPs in Barcelona. All NAHP delegates at the congress would be invited.
