2. Matters Arising not on the agenda
2.1 Committee positions 

Reminder regarding two committee positions to be advertised April 2009. Ruth Endacott (chair) is happy to answer any queries regarding these positions; all NAHP members (full or associate) are encouraged to apply and to vote.

2.2 website 

 The entire ESICM website is under review; we anticipate being able to use the NAHP pages in a more interactive way in the future. 
3. Feedback from Exec Committee/Council

3.1. Changes to statutes and introduction of standard operating procedures

A number of changes to the statues have been approved by Council alongside development of Standard Operating Procedures to support the statutes. These proposals will go before the general assembly in Vienna. A major change to affect the NAHP committee is the agreement that the chair of the committee can come from the existing committee membership.

3.2. Research developments
Three new research developments have been improved by council:
· Re-instigation of the Registry (ERIC); this will also include notation regarding nurse:bed ratio

· Development of a clinical trials group (CTG)

· Development of a systematic/meta analysis group

3.3. Building purchase
Council has approved the purchase of a building to house the ESICM offices in Brussels.

4. Intensive and Critical Care Nursing Award

Congratulation s were offered to Deborah Dawson, newly appointed executive editor of Intensive and Critical Care Nursing. Deborah discussed the introduction of a travel scholarship to be awarded to a nurse [first author and presenter] who has an abstract accepted for presentation in Vienna. The flyer for this award is to be posted on the NAHP section of the ESICM website.
5. Congresses:  Vienna (2009) and Barcelona (2010)
A number of new approaches will be used at the Vienna Congress :

· e-posters (poster to be presented on 6-8 PPt slides, also to be uploaded on to website post-congress).
· Poster corners (three max, close to exhibition)
· ‘re-play’ theatre
· Flash conferences 
· Available to members after 2 weeks
· Available on website after 1 yr
· Keywords for all presentations
· TV studio 
 These changes should make the Congress more interactive and improve the accessibility of Congress presentations for delegates and non-delegates. 
Those responsible for planning sessions will be required to identify the paper likely to be most popular, for uploading to the ‘replay theatre’.

7.1 Links with European Dietetics Network
It was agreed that the NAHP section would examine the opportunities for collaboration as the outputs from this network become available. 

7.2 Vienna meeting
It was agreed that a three-hour meeting would be held in Vienna, following the same format as Lisbon 08 (committee business and feedback from ExCom/Council; research; future Congress input). If feasible, the research section will include discussion regarding an ‘End of Life care’ proposal currently being developed by Julie Benbenishty, Ruth Endacott and Freda de Keyser Ganz.
