Notes from NAHP Committee meeting

Brussels 10 March 2010

New Committee members were welcomed to the meeting. 

1. Progress in 2009

· There has been a small increase in the NAHP membership, although the data are not entirely clear as some NAHP do not join the NAHP category. 
· The first pre-Congress postgraduate course has been approved. This is titled Communication Skills and will run jointly with the Ethics section.

· The first Congress study award, funded by Elsevier/Intensive and Critical Care Nursing was presented in 2009. Any nurse who has an abstract accepted is eligible to apply; the award covers travel, accommodation and Congress registration fees.

· Elsevier have also provided funding towards a networking event in Barcelona. This will take place on Mon 11th October at 1730.

· An international research series was launched in Intensive and Critical Care Nursing to promote the benefits of international collaboration and NAHP committee activities.

· There was an encouraging attendance at the 0730 NAHP meeting in Vienna (n=25); this was a better attendance than many of the section meetings.  
2. Business plan for 2010 onwards 

The focus of activity for the next two years is to increase the profile of the ESICM for members and for NAHP Congress attendees. The Plan:

· Link with the national critical care society in the country hosting the Congress;

· Secure funding for a networking event (provided by Elsevier for 2010);

· Increase quantity/quality of abstract submissions – advertise abstract writing support.

· Develop at least one pre-Congress postgraduate course in collaboration with another section.
