Report from the Council meeting (H. Gerlach)
1. Increasing number of ESICM members: the ESICM is growing and has about 5.300 members in 2009. The rise is partly due to the possibility of dual membership in a national society as well as in the ESICM with a reduced membership fee. New members come mainly from non European countries.
